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CUY has extensive palaeochannel prospects in the Lake Frome region
(SA). The Oban prospect has economic intercepts (grades of 0 .1%

U3O8) and mineralisation over a 3.8km 2 area. Drilling 2007 (30,000m)
aims to demonstrate grade continuity and extension.
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Introduction:  CUY was spun out from Havilah Resources (HAV) and listed on the ASX in Apr. ’05 as 
a dedicated Australian uranium explorer. It has a tenement access agreement with (HAV) for 
exploration and development rights of tertiary palaeochannel uranium in the Curnamona Craton. CUY 
has appointed Mark Randall as GM, who has extensive uranium experience in the Curnamona Craton 
with Heathgate Resources (at Beverley) and SXR (at Honeymoon). 
Lake Frome (SA):  CUY has 4 main palaeovalley areas in the Lake Frome region with some 
tenements directly adjacent to the Honeymoon project. The main exploration areas managed by CUY 
are 60km along the Yarramba Palaeovalley (with adjacent Oban prospect) and 30km along the Lake 
Namba Palaeovalley. The areas are poorly explored, previously being held by majors looking for base 
metals, and became recognised in the 1980's just as interest in uranium came to a halt. The two 
companies have the same directors in common.  
The Yarramba Palaeovalley  is highly mineralised and several uranium deposits have been identified 
by other companies viz., Honeymoon, Brooks Dam, Yarramba and East Kalkaroo. The same sand 
formation is host to the Beverley 4 Mile Prospect.   
Oban Prospect (SA)  is a northern tributary of the Yarramba Palaeovalley, located 60km north of 
Honeymoon. Marathon Petroleum Australia completed 150 holes in the 1980's with grades up to 
0.25% eU3O8. Drilling 3Q06 intercepted economically significant grades (over 0.1m% or 0.3ft% 
eU3O8) over an approx. 3.8km2 area of which 0.17km2 has been confirmed by close space drilling 
(40m x 80m). Drilling is at a preliminary stage and continues to define the extent of the 
palaeogeography and continuity of the grade. Wider spaced, step out drilling (80m by 80m, 100m 
deep) is continuing with the intention to establish a potential ISL JORC resource 2008. CUY is 
reviewing options to have a second drill rig operating by 2H07. The basal sand formation is up to 20m 
thick and the better mineralised intersections are over 5m thick in the lower part of the interval. The 
bed is coarse porous sand, an acquifer is present and there appears to be a well defined impervious 
floor and cap suitable for ISL. CUY targets an initial resource of 8mlbs U3O8 grading >0.08%. For 
grade comparison Honeymoon and East Kalkaroo (SA, TSX:SXR) grade 0.12% U3O8 and 0.07% 
U3O8 respectively and Highland/Smith Ranch (TSX:CCO) in the US grades about 0.11% U3O8.  
Investment Comment:  CUY is undertaking an intensive exploration program in a prospective and 
established uranium region. The Oban prospect has uranium mineralisation with economic intercepts 
and is open ended. CUY plans to drill 30,000m at Oban in 2007, and may intensify the program 2H07 
if a second rig can be procured. With a market cap of A$31m there has been little market recognition 
to date of the potential for ongoing exploration success at Oban. While the focus in 2007 will remain 
on establishing the economic potential of Oban, a brief drill campaign is anticipated at the Lake 
Namba palaeochannel (including Billeroo 4Q06) to test historic high grade gamma responses. 
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Lake Frome land position: CUY’s recent Oban discove ry (Sept. ’06) is in the same  
palaeochannel formation as Beverley 4 Mile (ASX:AGS ) and Honeymoon (TSX:SXR).
